o PTSA 2020-21 Budget Update; January was a quiet month although still receiving some
donations; Fantasy World sending monthly reimbursements; spent minimal amounts this
month on hospitality and membership
o Mid-year budget review: discussed possible ways to reallocate money among programs that
won’t happen this year due to COVID to other programs that will benefit both staff and
students this year.
o Approximately $17,000 in available funds; spending ideas include student spirit, teacher
appreciation, increase gifts & donations, landscaping/courtyard to make more usable for
students (possibly tables and umbrellas/shade), website improvements, and senior spirit

this month (30 total so far)

Teacher raffle is ongoing; we are accepting giftcards and donations for this program
Practice SAT/ACT held last month had great turnout with 176 participants and raised $4400;
for future sessions it would be helpful to set registration deadline earlier to provide time for
Princeton Review to set up accounts
